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St Laurence’s serves a parish of approximately 5,000 people including 350 children aged 3 – 11.  There are 231 people on the Electoral Roll. The parish is mixed, suburban/village and there is a good mixture of retired, middle-aged and young families.  There are few ethnic groups represented within the parish.  A large part of the parish, in Newby, in front of the Primary School, is inhabited by few regular attenders.  
Revd. Alastair Ferneley was appointed Priest in Charge of St Laurence’s Scalby and St Luke’s Scarborough, in September 2005.  Since then he has set about fostering good relations with the schools and colleges in these parishes and regularly conducts assemblies at Newby & Scalby Primary School.  This has been built on by the previous Children’s Worker, who has done good work in the school.
There are several exciting developments on which Alastair is building, not the least of which was the appointment of a Children’s Worker.  The others include:

St Laurence’s has an excellent, mutually supportive relationship with Scalby Methodist Church.  Co-operation includes joint services approximately once a quarter with, pulpit swaps and joint annual Lent Courses.  ‘ACTS’, or ‘All Christians Together in Scalby’, meets quarterly. We do a joint Christmas service leaflet drop of the entire parish and in the past have shared Harvest Suppers and Alpha courses.

CHURCH PROPERTY

The Church Hall is the former village primary school in Scalby.  It underwent significant refurbishment in 2003 and contains a hall, large meeting room, small meeting room, kitchen, toilets and a toilet for disabled people.    Several Church groups use the Hall together with St Laurence’s Handbell Ringers, Scouts, Brownies and Rainbows.  The Scouting Organisations do not attend church.  Since the refurbishment many new secular organisations regularly use the building which is now known as the Community Rooms.  These include Jumping Jack’s (a pre-school activity), Mums and Tots, Pilates, Yoga and Scrabble groups.  It is a popular venue for children’s parties and coffee mornings.  
CHILDREN’S GROUPS
These meet during the main act of Sunday worship, at 10am and comprise Pathfinders, Explorers, Climbers and Scramblers.  Current numbers stand at 16. There is a thriving youth group of about 8 young people aged 14-16.
