ROOMS AVAILABLE FOR HIRE 

THE RICKINSON HALL (max. capacity 80) 
 
This hall has a varnished wooden floor with a ‘minstrels’ gallery.  
 

THE STEPHENSON ROOM (max. capacity 30) 
 
This room is carpeted and ideal for smaller groups. 

PLAY ROOM (approx. capacity 10 –12) 
 
Ideal for young children. It has a laminated floor.                                       
Toys are available. 

FACILITIES 
 
      On-site parking for approximately 20 cars in an enclosed                               
         tarmac-surfaced yard, including 2 disabled parking bays. 
 
      Toilets, including facilities for disabled people. 
 
      Baby changing equipment and toys. 
 
      Kitchen with kettles, fridge, 2 ovens, microwave,  
         crockery and cutlery for 50-80 people. 
 
      Professional catering is welcome. 
 
      Chairs and large and small tables. 
 
      Projector screens.

    you take responsibility for seeking permission to perform 
       works under copyright.  
 
     you pay particular attention to the conditions on the booking form.      
 
  you inform the Parish Administrator of any personal accidents/injuries  
  and fill in an accident form kept in the kitchen near the First Aid box.

NOT accept responsibility either for any personal injury or for the loss of or 
damage to any personal article within the premises including the yard. 

FIRE SAFETY REGULATIONS 
 
From 2005, all premises need to comply with fire safety regulations.                    
St. Laurence’s PCC has been advised by the Fire Service that these          
premises and the church are  up to standard. However, when you make 
your booking you will be asked to sign a document saying that you have 
read and understood what to do in case of an emergency. 

Please note that for safety reasons the PCC has taken the decision to          
remove all sharp kitchen knives. If you require a sharp knife for preparing 
food or cutting cakes/bread, please bring your own. Cutlery for eating                  
purposes, crockery and pans are still available.
